RECREATION COMMITTEE BY-LAW

BY-LAW NUMDER 32

1. in tliis by=law:

(s) "Coumittee” means the Recreation Committee
astablished under Section 2,

{b) *“Council" means the Council of the Town
of Lockeport.

{c) "Clerk" means the Clerk of the Town of
Lackeport.

2, There is hereby estasblished a Committee to bs known
as the Lockeport Hecreation Committee which uhall advise the Council
on matters of recreation and bw reusponsible for any recreational
progren approved by the Council.

3, The Committes shall be compooed of five (5) nembers,
serving without pay, who shall be appointed by the Council as follows}

{a) & membexr of Council
{b) a member of the School Hoard
{¢) three membars who ars residents of the Town,

4, (1) The zembers who are appointed under claumes (a)
and (b) of Section 3 shall be snnual appointments and shall hold office
until Docember 31 each year or until thoir succossors are appointed
or until they ceuse to bs a member of Council or School Board respect-
ively.

(2} The firast three members who sre sppointed under
clause (¢) of Section 3 shall have stagiered terms of office of one,
twe and three years respectively retiring at the end of e calendar
year. Thersaftar appointments shall be for a throe ysar term to
expire at the end of @ calendar year or when their successors ure
appointed,

(3) A momber appointed under clause (a) or (b) of
Section 3 who ceases to be a monber of the Council or the School Board
respactively shall cease to be a member of the Conmittee,

{4) A siember appointed under olause (o)} of Section 3
who ceases to be a resident of the Town mhall cease to bs a member
of the Committee.



8, The Mayor shall within two months fill & vacunoy
on the Committes and the person sppointed shall serve the remainder
of the term of office of the person he replaced.

G, The Committee shall be responsible to the Council
and shall report to 1t st its reyular meotings throuph the member
of Council on the Coamittes.

7. (1) Reguler meetings of the Counittes shall be held

(3) A majority of the membars shall constitute a
quorun,

(4) The Chairman shall preside at all neotinis, but
in his absence the Vice~Chairmun or a member appointed at the

(5) The Chairman shall have a vote on any question and
tn the event of a tie, the motion shall be lost.

8. Special mestings may be called on tweanty-four
hours notice by the Chairman or by the Secretrry at the requust of
three members of the Comnittee,

9. (1) The first mestiny of the Committee shall take pluce
within one month of the date of the paseing of this by-law or
within two weeks of the appointment of the firat Comnittee.

(2) The election of a Chairman and Vice=Chairwan shull
take place at the first smestiny and thersafter at the first meeting
in cach calendar year.

{3) The Seor¢tery of the Committes shall be the
Recreation Direator.

{4) The Committee may appeint sub—committeas to deal
with any special matters coming within the powers and jurisdiction
of the Committee.

10, (1) Sudject to the approval of Council, the Committes
may provide, equip and supervise public playgrounds, athletic
fields, recreation sentres, and other recrestion facilities and
activitios on any of the propertien owned or controlled by the Town
of other propertiss with the consent of the cwnera and authorities
thereof. It shall have the powsr to conduot any form of recreation




or cultural activity thet will employ the laisure time of the
people in a constructive and healthiful nunner.

{2) The Comnittee shall havo the power to moke
such rulea and regulations concerning the operation of public
rocrautional faci)ities, sestting the fees to be charged for tha
use of these facilitiea an it moy dosm necessary from time to tine,
or oot arning any satters coaing within the powers of the Committes.
These . ulss end regulations chall be valid w..l b, proved by the
Council,

("} The Committee shall be consulted on all satters
affecting the developuent end maintsnanoe of publi¢ rucrcution al
facilitiiea.

) (4) The Comnittes shull be consulted whenever it i
proposed to acquire, purchase, lease, sell or otherwise dispose
o any Town land that ie held for park or other public reorsation
purposes.

{8) The Committee may or shall on the request of the
Council make recomnendations concerning the appointment by Council
ot u Director of Recreation and other staff deemed necessary.

{6) The Committos may co=operate with and sncouraue
all organizatiens, publie, private, eivic, soclal and religious,
within the Town, supporting, promoting or wc-king for any sport
or recreation.

{(7) The Committes may heur and consider representations
by eny individual, organization or delegation of citisens with
respect to rco_natlon and act on any recommendations provided the
approval of the Council has been cbtained.

1. (1) Annuslly before the 3lst. day of January the
Committes shall submit to the Council a written statement showing
in reasonable form and detail the programs to be conducted and
the sxpenditures proposed to be made by the Committes for the
year.

{2) The Committee shall be restricted in its expen-
ditures to the woounts and purpomes shown on the statement as
approved by Council, provided that with the spproval of Council
smounts shown on the statement as intended to bs sxpended for &
specifioc purpous may be used in whole or in part for some other
purpose within the ,irisddction of the Committee.



12, The Committes on behalf of the Town may re-
colve any gifts or bequests of money or other parsonal pro-

perty or any donation to be spplied, principal or income

for wither tenporary or p@f‘m&;f’ une for recreational | 1=
poses. !roparty sa received shall be vested in the Town in
trust.

13. The Committee shall make mnnual reporte to
tto founeil and other reports from time to time as requestad
and in the forms and panners as Council re.Uuuts.

14. Heither the Committoe or any member thereof
shall ha: 3 power to pledge the credit of the Town in connection
with any matter whatsosver, nor shall the Comnittee nur any
nar oor of it huve any power to suthorise an expanditure to be
charyed against the Towm.
